
Prayer Walk Leader Guide  

1. Find a gathering space by the school sign to start your prayer walk. Read each STRATEGY and verse aloud (anything in
“quotation marks”) then invite the group to pray aloud for the focuses listed under each STRATEGY before you walk.

GRACE 
“Titus 2:11 says, For the grace of God has been revealed, bringing salvation to all people.  

Today we pray for God’s GRACE in this school by focusing our prayer on these things:  
1. Compassionate Christ followers
2. Increasing Prayer for Schools
3. Authentic Christ Followers
4. Students Sharing the Gospel
5. Unity Among Christ Followers. Let’s pray.”  - Group prays aloud. 

PEACE 
“Hebrews 12:14 says, Pursue peace with everyone, and holiness- without it no one will see the Lord. 

Today we pray for God’s PEACE in this school by focusing our prayer on these things: 
1. Kindness Between Students
2. Racial Equality
3. End to Gossip
4. End to Bullying
5. Respect Toward School Staff. Let’s pray.” - Group prays aloud.

2. Walk around the school’s perimeter/public sidewalk and instruct each person to pray individually. Invite them to listen to
Holy Spirit if He prompts them to pray for specific things. He will guide the group for how to pray over each campus.

3. Return to your gathering space where your group started your prayer walk. Ask the group to share specific things they
prayed for or heard from the Lord as they walked. Read each STRATEGY and verse aloud (anything in “quotation marks”) then 
invite the group to pray aloud for the focuses listed under each STRATEGY before you walk. Close by reading the last prayer 
point aloud and instruct one person to pray for a CYC group to start at this school.   

JUSTICE 
“Psalm 37:28 says, For the Lord loves justice and will not abandon his faithful ones.  

Today we pray for God’s JUSTICE in this school by focusing our prayer on these things: 
1. Guidance for School Staff
2. Positive Educational Environment
3. Protection for Schools
4. Physical Health
5. End to Suicide. Let’s pray.” - Group prays aloud.

MERCY  
“Lamentations 3:22 says, Because of the Lord’s faithful love we do not perish, for his mercies never end.  

Today we pray for God’s MERCY in this school by focusing our prayer on these things: 
1. Freedom from Depression
2. Freedom from Abuse
3. Freedom from Substance Abuse
4. Freedom from Addictions
5. Freedom from Worry. Let’s pray.” - Group prays aloud.

4. “Let’s pray for a CYC prayer group to start or continue to grow in this school.”
